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This weekend we begin the season of Advent. We celebrate Advent each year at St. Andrewôs 

Church. I was asked the other day what Advent was about. Was it an adventure, a season in the 

church year or the start of something new? I looked for a new definition that was complete and 

this is what I found about it. 

When is Advent? 

Advent is a season in the Christian year that lasts for about four weeks. It begins four Sundays 

before Christmas and ends on Christmas Eve, thus there is some variation in its length.  

In our secular Canadian celebration of Christmas, the Christmas season (or holiday season, ugh) 

begins in the weeks prior to Christmas Day. Generally, this season starts in early December, 

though retailers have a bad habit of beginning Christmas in November. In my rule book, you 

shouldnôt listen to Christmas music or decorate for Christmas until after youôve finished with      

Remembrance Day or if there is a Santa Claus parade locally. 

In our current year, our Advent season has all four Sundays contained in the month of December 

which is fairly unusual. The fourth Sunday of Advent is actually on Christmas Eve day this year.  

What is Advent? 

The Christian season of Christmas actually begins on Christmas Eve and lasts for twelve days, 

ending on January 6. (No, the twelve-day season of Christmas did not start with the song. It was 

the other way around.) The time before Christmas is Advent, a season of preparation for               

Christmas. Christians prepare for celebrating the birth of Jesus by remembering the longing of 

the Jews for a Messiah. In Advent, weôre reminded of how much we ourselves also need a          

Saviour, and we look forward to our Saviourôs second coming even as we prepare to celebrate 

his first coming at Christmas.  

The word ñAdventò comes from the Latin word adventus, which means ñcomingò or ñvisit.ò In the 

season with this name, we keep in mind both ñadventsò of Christ, the first in Bethlehem and the 

second yet to come. 

What Colours Are Used in Advent? 

There are a few other things about Advent, besides its themes, that you might find odd if youôre 

unfamiliar with the season. The strangest might be the Advent colour scheme. We associate 

Christmas and the weeks leading up to it with typical Christmas colors: red, green, white, silver, 

and gold. Advent, on the other hand, features purple (or dark blue) and pink. (As far as I know, 

purple is the original color of Advent. But many Christians prefer to save purple for Lent, using 

dark blue for Advent.) The purple/blue colour signifies seriousness, repentance, and royalty.

Have a Nice Day!   
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    Pink points to the minor theme of Advent, which is joy. For many observers of Advent, the first, 

second, and fourth Sundays of Advent are ñpurple/blueò Sundays. Only the third is a ñpinkò 

Sunday. The pink, joyful colour reminds us that, even as Advent helps us get in touch with our 

sober yearning for God to come to us, we know that he did in fact come in the person of Jesus. 

The season of Advent is a time of waiting and then at Christmas a fifth candle, the white one, is 

lit to symbolize the coming of Christ into the world, God incarnate. The white candle represents 

the light in the darkness that is proclaimed by John the Baptist in Johnôs Gospel which               

traditionally is read on Christmas Eve or Christmas Day. This is otherwise known to be the 

ñChrist candle.ò 

Also happening this weekend is the Christmas Socializing Event that is organized by the Purple 

Bag group. At noon you are invited to join us and bring some food to share in a Pot Luck meal. 

We will share a meal and sing some Christmas Carols together. All are welcome! 

On Sunday, we will have our Cram a Cruiser event following church. We are encouraging         

people to bring non-perishable foods to church with them and stuff them into a Halton Reginal 

Police Car. They will be then donated to the Georgetown Bread basket. We also will be                 

collecting gift cards for use with supporting individual or families in need locally. In the service, 

as we prepare for Christmas we will be having the children throw mitts, hats and scarves on our 

Christmas tree. If you have made or purchased new items please bring them to church and 

place them into a bin before the service for the children to put onto the tree. The outreach team 

thanks you for your support in advance.
